He left the Navy to attend medical school and served in the US Air Force as a Flight Surgeon. He served with the DoD Human Space Flight Command as the DoD Surgeon, providing contingency support to NASA, including Return to Flight operations after the Columbia mishap. He was the 2005 Space Command Flight Surgeon of the Year.

After retirement from the Air Force, he served as a NASA Flight Surgeon at KSC, JSC, and in Star City, Russia. 

After the conclusion of the Space Shuttle program, he left NASA and worked several different medical positions, including one “Summer” in Antarctica.

He then returned to civil service as the Medical Director “Surgeon” for the Defense POW/MIA Accounting Agency at Hickam AFB, HI, where he provided medical guidance for the Agency and recovery teams deployed around the world searching for missing personnel from past conflicts back to WW2.
